When Is a Travel Clearance Required?A DSWD Travel Clearance is required for Filipino minors who will travel abroad under any of the following circumstances:Unaccompanied by a Parent. DSWD travel clearance is mandatory. Traveling With an Adult Other than a Parent or Legal Guardian. If the minor will be accompanied by someone who is not the minors parent or legally-appointed guardian (e.g., a relative, nanny, family friend), the minor needs a DSWD travel clearance. Who Can Be a Legal Guardian?3.1. Parental Authority vs. GuardianshipParental Authority. This vests automatically in the parents by virtue of the Family Code. It includes the right
and duty to care for, protect, and educate the child. Guardianship (Court-Appointed). Guardianship is a legal status conferred by a court when the parents are either deceased, absent, incapacitated, or unfit to exercise parental authority. A legal guardian has the authority to make major decisions for the child, including decisions related to travel.If a
minor is under court-appointed guardianship, the guardian must provide proof of such legal authority (commonly a certified true copy of the Guardianship Order) when applying for a travel clearance or granting consent to travel.3.2. Unaccompanied Minors are guests aged 7 to below 12 years old at the time of travel. Learn more about the requirements and crucial reminders for minors traveling alone. Our
Unaccompanied Minor (UM) Service is required for children who meet all the following conditions: 7 to 11 years old at the time of travel; Traveling alone without an adult companion who is at least 18 years old; and Traveling within the Philippines. The UM Service is not available for: Children below 7 years old: They won't be allowed to board
without an adult companion who is at least 18 years old. Minors aged 12 and above: They are considered adult guests, and do not require the UM Service. Minors on international flights: They won't be allowed to board without an adult companion who isat least 18 years old. This service is provided to ensure the childs safety and comfort during the
flight. The cost of Unaccompanied Minor Fee is indicated when you book your flight. To avail of the UM Service, the parent/guardian must: Complete the Passenger Handling Form. Please fill this out at least 24 hours before your flight. Pay for the Unaccompanied Minor Fee; Endorse the child at the check-in counter. Please present their valid ID,
along with the child's travel documents; Stay at the airport until the child's flight has departed. Important Reminders: The UM Service is only available on domestic flights. The UM Service is not available for minors who need Portable Oxygen Concentrators (POC) For their safety, they must travel with an adult companion who is at least 18 years old.
We can only accept a limited number of unaccompanied minors per flight. Make sure you set them as "Children" when you first book your flight. Filipino minors (under 18) need a travel clearance from the Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD) if they are: Traveling internationally alone, or Traveling internationally with someone
other than their parents or legal guardian. This permit states that it is with full knowledge of the parents that the child is travelling out of the country. For minors with foreign nationalities, please check the rules governing minor travel as issued by your respective governments. In compliance with the Davao City Childrens Welfare Code, a permit to
travel from the Davao City Social Welfare & Development Office (CSWDO) or Special Office for Children's Concerns isrequired for all passengers below 18 years oldif: They are traveling alone, or Traveling with a person other than their parents/legal guardians. Without this, the child will not be allowed to leave the country. The Travel Clearance will be checked at the boarding reception and immigration and if the
child (or his adult companions) fails to show one, he or she will not be allowed to board the flight. New Application: Duly accomplished DSWD Travel Clearance Application Form PSA birth certificate of the minor (original and
photocopy) if the childs birth registration is delayed, include his or her baptismal certificate or immunization record, or school records. PSA marriage certificate of parents if the child is legitimate (original and photocopy) PSA Certificate of No Marriage (CENOMAR) of the mother if the child is illegitimate (original and photocopy) PSA death certificate
if one or both parents is deceased. The parents or person who has parental authority or legal custody over the child must also present a Notarized Affidavit of Consent. In the affidavit, the parent must state that he or she is permitting the minor child to travel outside the Philippines and must specify the country, purpose of travel, and inclusive dates of
travel. The names of the persons travelling with the child must also be indicated in the affidavit. Include copies of parents or legal guardians valid IDs with specimen signatures. If parents are abroad, present copies of their passports and visas, or seafarers book if one or both parents are seafarers. Two colored passport size pictures of minor child
with white background. Relatives abroad who will be providing board and lodging for the minor must send a letter of invitation, including a copy of their passport and visa (if applicable). If the child is travelling to attend a conference, a field trip or any school-related trip or competition, student exchange program, or church-related activities, the following must be presented:
Certificate of participation, printed on organizations letterhead and signed by a principal, parish officer, etc. Invitation from organization abroad that will be sponsoring the event/activity. Include itinerary of travel. If the event is a sports competition, present an Affidavit of Undertaking to indicate the safety measures undertaken by the sports agency.
If the child will study abroad: Certificate of Acceptance or proof of enrollment/registration from the school where the child will be studying. If the child is travelling for medical reasons: Medical abstract Attending physicians signed recommendation for the child to undergo the medical procedure abroad. Important reminders when securing a travel
clearance from the DSWD: A minor below 13 years old will not be allowed to travel alone. A visa petition approval is required if the purpose of the minors travel is migration to another country. Special requirements will be asked of the parents/legal guardians if the purpose of the minors travel is for inter-country adoption. Special requirements will be
asked of the parents/legal guardians if the minor is under foster care or under legal guardianship. If the child is the subject of an ongoing adoption case, he or she will not be issued a travel clearance. A decree of adoption and certificate of finality from the court must be presented in order for a travel clearance to be issued for the child. The following
are exempted from securing a travel clearance: If the minor is a legitimate child and is travelling with one or both parents. If the minor is an illegitimate child and is travelling with the biological mother. If the minor is an illegitimate child and is travelling with his or her biological father who has sole parental authority or custody as evidenced by a
court order. If the minor is travelling with his or her legal guardian. If the minor is travelling with his or her adoptive parents and can present the adoption decree and certificate of finality. DSWD e-Services for Travel Clearance You may apply for a travel clearance online through the DSWDs e-Services. Heres how: Visit the DSWD website and click
on e-Services. Click the icon for Travel Clearances for Minors Travelling Abroad. If you have not created an account yet, click the blue bar that says, kindly REGISTER here. The processing fee for obtaining a travel clearance is either P300.00 per applicant, valid for one (1) year, or P600.00 per applicant, valid for two (2) years. A child under the age of 13 will not be permitted to travel
unaccompanied. A visa petition approval is mandatory if the minor intends to migrate to another country. Parents or legal guardians will be required to fulfill special conditions if the minors travel purpose involves inter-country adoption. Parents or legal guardians will be required to fulfill special conditions if the minor is under foster care or legal
guardianship. If the child is currently part of an adoption process, a travel clearance will not be granted. Instead, a decree of adoption and a certificate of finality from the court must be presented for the issuance of a travel clearance. FLYING ALONE AS A MINOR NEW NORMAL | MANILA CAUAYAN | Vlog 01Facebook: tiktok: Image Source: Pixabay.com)Booking an unaccompanied minor onto a Philippine Airlines service is a little different than it would seem and is somewhat different to other
major airlines. Philippine law requires minor children who are travelling abroad without their parents to obtain a DSWD Travel Clearance, which is a safeguard against the trafficking of Filipino children. To help with the confusion, here is a helpful guide for parents and guardians using Philippine Airlines. As a start, it is good to break down the key
terminology that will be used as there is nothing more gut-wrenching that sending your children into the open world without fully understanding the ramifications of doing so. For people who dont use the service often or do not fly a lot, the definition of what constitutes being a minor is usually different to what the airline industry defines a minor as.

One of the most important
benefits of having a DSWD travel clearance is that it helps protect minors from being subjected to human trafficking or abuse. The clearance serves as a way to document that the child traveler is not traveling alone and that there is an adult accompanying them who is responsible for their safety.A travel clearance from DSWD ensures the safety of the
child during travel.The Department of Social Welfare and Development is responsible for ensuring the safety and well-being of every Filipino child. Part of their mandate is to make sure that minors who are traveling outside the country are accompanied by a responsible adult.Another benefit of the DSWD travel clearance is that it can be used to prove
the identity of the child traveler. The clearance contains information such as the name, date of birth, and place of birth of the child. This information can be used to get a passport or other government-issued ID.Lastly, the DSWD travel clearance shows that the parents or guardians of the child have given their consent for the child to travel. This is
important because in some cases, one parent may not have full custody over a child, so they may not be able to provide consent for them to travel alone. You may call them ahead of time to inquire about availability or to make an appointment.Once you arrive at the office, give your documents so that you will be assessed.If approved, you will be given a payment
stub; the clearance costs PHP 300 for one year or PHP 600 for two years.Present your Official receipt to get the Clearance printed, then receive it and use it for travel purposes.In order to get a DSWD travel clearance for minors, all of the necessary paperwork must be completed and filed with the appropriate DSWD Field Office. Once the application
is received, social workers will review it and determine whether or not the minor is eligible for travel.If everything is in order, the travel clearance will be approved and issued within 24 hours.
