These can include:tension in the face and shouldersrapid blinkinglip tremorsclenched fistssudden head movementsThere are two main types of stuttering:Developmental stuttering affects young children who are still learning speech and language
skills. Genetic factors significantly increase a person’s likelihood of developing this type of stutter.Neurogenic stuttering occurs when damage to the brain prevents proper coordination between the different regions of the brain that play a role in speech.The brain controls every single action that people make, including speaking. Most of the brain’s
involvement in speech is unconscious and automatic. When someone decides to speak, the brain sends signals to the different structures of the body that work together to produce speech. The brain instructs these structures how and when to move to form the appropriate sounds.For example, these speech signals open or close the vocal cords, move
the tongue and shape the lips, and control the movement of air through the throat and mouth.Apraxia is a general term referring to brain damage that impairs a person’s motor skills, and it can affect any part of the body. Apraxia of speech, or verbal apraxia, refers specifically to the impairment of motor skills that affect an individual’s ability to form
the sounds of speech correctly, even when they know which words they want to say.Dysarthria occurs when damage to the brain causes muscle weakness in a person’s face, lips, tongue, throat, or chest.
